Dwight L. Moody lived from 1837 to 1899.  Combining his meek and gentle disposition with the power of God’s Word, he persuaded what some have estimated to be a million souls to turn to Jesus Christ through his evangelistic meetings all around the world.  Moody also established three training institutions for ministers and Christian workers.  Moody Bible Institute still trains workers at the main campus in Chicago and through many extension programs elsewhere.

Moody is especially remembered for his humility, learned through his simple upbringing.  When Dwight was four years old, his father died, leaving Mrs. Moody to raise 9 children (7 boys) in poverty.  Her example through hardship made a lifelong impression on Dwight, which transposed into his ability to humbly trust the Lord’s strength for all his needs, and for the great ministry God had prepared for him.  Moody once observed, “One of the most solemn things in Scripture history, is that when holy men—better men than we are—were tested and tried, they were found to be as weak as water away from God.”*
So Moody was thankful for the hard upbringing that taught him to humbly rely on the Lord.  He once said of his mother, “If the world was mothered by that kind of mother, there would be no need for jails.”  Moody was made humble by acknowledging the sacrifice and investment his mother and others had made in his life.
